Hardware
The hardware for assembling the Cable Dispenser is
enclosed in the MH8110-G Hardware Kit (bag). The
kit contains the items shown at right.

Assembly Instructions

1 Insert Extension Arm (E) [Figure 1] into the
Center Frame. Line up the grooves in the end of

the Extension Arm with the holes in the Center Frame
(D) and push down until grooves slide to the bottom of
the keyway. Repeat the process for the other three
Extension Arms.

2 Insert the Center Frame Cap (2) [Figure 2] into
the top of the Center Frame. Make certain the

tabs on each side snap into the holes in the Center
Frame (D). Insert the Center Frame Cap (3) [Figure 2]
into the bottom of the Center Frame (D). With the
Frame Caps in place, the Extension Arms  will be
locked into the keyways in the Center Frame.

3 Choose the Floor Support Frame (A) or Stud
Support Frame (F) [Figure 3] and thread the Zinc

Plated Center Shaft (B) into the hole in the Support
Frame as shown in Figure 3.

Note: Floor Support Frame (A) can be interchanged
with Stud Support Frame (F) easily for different uses.

4 Slide the Cable Eyelet (C) [Figure 4] over the
Zinc Plated Center Shaft (B).

5 Slide the Extension Arm assembly [Figure 4]
over the Zinc Plated Center Shaft (B).

6 Insert the Hitch Pin Clip (1) [Figure 4] into the
hole at the top of the Zinc Plated Center 
Shaft (B).

Operating Instructions
Floor Support Frame: Load a coil of armored cable or
NM-B over the Extension Arm assembly and thread the
end of the cable through the Cable Eyelet (C).

OR
Stud Support Frame: Mount Stud Support Frame (F)
on 2" x 4"wood stud [Figure 5]. Ensure wood stud is
secure. No fasteners are required to secure Support
Frame to stud. Load a coil of armored cable or NM-B
over the Extension Arm assembly and thread the end of
the cable through the Cable Eyelet (C). 

CAUTION: Use care when lifting the Cable
Dispenser. Unload coils of armored cable or NM-B first.
Pulling cable from dispenser too fast may result in
tangles and/or backlash.
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
